The following dates are scheduled for practice sessions for the New England Firefighter Challenge

 

Wednesday June 13th 5:30 PM to 7:30 PM (Tower Session)

Saturday June 16th 9:00 AM to 12:00 PM (Full Course Run)

Wednesday June 20th 5:30PM to 7:30 PM (to be determined) - Members from Fort Gordon, Georgia's nationally ranked team will be instructing at this session

 

The practices will be located at the Ayotte Parking Garage opposite the Tsongas Arena at the corner of French St and Arcand Drive in downtown Lowell.  Please bring your full turnout gear to participate.

 

If you are considering taking part please remember the registration closes 5 days before the event.  You can tentatively register on the web site and confirm or cancel at a later date, but you must sign up in advance.  

 

If you are considering competing as an individual on Saturday you may register with up to 5 members of your department and compete as both an individual and team.  The team event takes the total of the three best individual times.  In addition to being eligible for multiple award categories, registering as a team may also save a few bucks.

 

Twenty-nine awards are being given specifically to competitors from New England in addition to the nationally ranked competitor awards.  There are a small number of teams currently registered from New England which would give any local team a good opportunity to take home an award.  Two AED Pro defibrillators are being given to the departments represented by the top overall team and top relay team by Zoll Medical of Chelmsford, MA.

 

Sunday's events are relay events and do not require being on air, only wearing the SCBA on your back.  The tandem event splits the course between two competitors and is based on time.  The relay event is a head to head knockout tournament of races and can be broken up into separate portions by up to 5 competitors.  You can switch off which component you perform and you run until eliminated.  Both are less strenuous than the individual course.

If you register to compete you are eligible to purchase up to four discounted tickets to the Lowell Firefighters night at Lowell Spinners on Friday night June 22nd.  The Spinners tickets are $5.00 each for box seats on the first base line.  The number of tickets is limited and the games are normally sell outs.  More information on how to obtain tickets is available at www.newenglandfirefighterchallenge.com
