Tri-State Fire Mutual Aid Association will host a Public Safety Field Day on the main campus of Greenfield Community College from 10:00 AM to 2:00 PM on Saturday May 12, 2012. Open to the public, this annual event brings together Franklin County’s public safety providers for a day of demonstrations, equipment displays, and educational opportunities. President, John Hannum, Whately Fire Chief, is encouraging residents to visit this year’s Field Day, “Locating this year’s events on the main campus of Greenfield Community College has allowed us to greatly expand activities of interest to the public. I hope residents will come out, experience what we do, and enjoy a day with your public safety providers”.

A wide variety of educational opportunities abound. The SAFE House will provide young and old with home fire safety experiences. Smokey Bear will be providing messages on keeping our rural forests safe from fires. The American Red Cross and Citizens Emergency Response Team (CERT) will be on hand to discuss preparation for severe weather events. Chief Lozier of the Athol Fire Department will demonstrate the use of GPS as a way to keep safe in the woods.

The day is filled with firefighting demonstrations. Helicopters from the Massachusetts Air National Guard, Massachusetts State Police, and Life Flight are expected to be available and demonstrate how they support first responders with water drops, search resources, and emergency transportation. New firefighting techniques that use large volume foam and the extinguishing of Ethanol related fires will be demonstrated throughout the day. The Orange and Erving Police Canine Units will be on hand to demonstrate the use of this resource in support of public safety. Auto extrication, high-angle rescue, and Search and Rescue demonstrations round out the day’s events.

Over 35 agencies representing local fire department, state, and regional services will be on hand with equipment ranging from fire apparatus, ambulances, command units, communications resources, incident support units, mass casualty resources, and off-road vehicles. All will be available for visitors to explore and ask questions of those who staff these resources. BEAR Country Radio (broadcasting live), equipment vendors, and non-governmental agencies (NGO’s) will staff tables in the main dining area of the campus. Food services will be available at the GCC cafeteria.
